TRUE or FALSE: On the command of execution Order Arms, return the hand sharply
to the side, resuming the Position of Parade Rest

TRUE or FALSE: When executing a Column Right, March, the Lead faces to the right
by pivoting to the right on the ball of the right foot and steps off in the indicated direction by
90°.
